Title: Thirteen Camps: The Oath of Blood and Fire
Genre: Historical War Drama / Tactical Action Epic

Synopsis:

In the frozen heart of January 1942, the world burns under the shadow of World War II. Major Solomon
Mason, a decorated Green Beret with ancestral roots in the Aboriginal nations of the American West,
receives word that his son, Private Elijah Mason, has gone missing in action during a failed Allied push
near the Hiirtgen Forest. While the rest of Elijah’s unit is returned to American custody after capture, he is
singled out by the Nazis—his dark skin and Aboriginal features condemning him as racially "impure."
Branded a Jew by Nazi racial doctrine, Elijah is deported to a concentration camp.

Solomon pleads with command for a mission to rescue his son. Denied—due to politics, risk, and race—he
takes matters into his own hands. Planning meticulously, he buries weapons, tools, and rations near the
perimeters of several Nazi camps. Then, under the guise of a weary soldier, he allows himself to be captured
and begins the most dangerous campaign of his life: to find and free his son, or die trying.

He is transported to Kamp Eisenmoor, a fictionalized Nazi camp inspired by historical sites like Stalag IX-
B, where he meets two fellow prisoners:

o Lieutenant Marcus Hale, a shrewd American Naval officer and codebreaker.
« Captain llya Morozov, a cold-eyed Soviet Spetsnaz survivor of the Eastern Front.

Together, they form an unlikely trio. Trained, unrelenting, and loyal only to their cause, they stage a violent
uprising, liberating the camp from within. Elijjah is not among the rescued—but something greater is born:
an oath.

"We leave no soul behind. Not ours, not theirs. Thirteen camps. Thirteen purges. Until we find
him."

Each new camp sees their tactics evolve. Prior to surrender, they plant weapons and explosives in hidden
caches near their intended targets.

At Kamp Steinwache, the team is joined by Commander Zheng Wei, a Chinese naval intelligence officer
and veteran of the brutal Japanese invasion of China. His mind for sabotage and logistics becomes the
cornerstone of their strategy.

At Kamp Nachtelicht, explosives sever supply lines and ignite chaos. Here they encounter two more
soldiers:

e Youssef Al-Karim, a Palestinian Arab volunteer fighting under the British Army’s
Palestinian units, seeking justice for his village razed by Axis-aligned forces in North
Africa.

« Sergeant Mykola Hryhorenko, a Ukrainian sniper and recon expert, taken after his
partisan unit was betrayed near the Carpathians.

All six warriors, bound by trauma and fire, deepen the oath. One by one, the camps fall—not through grand
military offensives, but through surgical uprisings led by men with nothing left to lose.

As they dismantle each camp, they save innocents—Jews, Roma, political prisoners, POWs. Their legend
spreads in whispers through the underground: "The Ghosts of the Camps."

At the thirteenth and final hell, Kamp Sturmwald, Solomon finds Elijah alive—scarred, but unbroken. The
young soldier has become a leader among the prisoners, resisting in secret, keeping hope alive. Father and
son reunite in the furnace of battle and together light the match that ends it all.

Thirteen Camps is a sweeping tale of resistance, vengeance, and brotherhood. It’s the story of one father’s
unrelenting pursuit, and the warriors—American, Soviet, Chinese, Palestinian, Ukrainian—who rose with
him. Each carries their own wounds, their own ghosts—but together, they rewrite history in the blood and
smoke of righteous fire.
